Alexander Graham Bell, the inventor of the telephone, once stood next to a
piano. Without touching the piano, he sang a steady low note. The piano strings
started to vibrate and made a sound of their own. They were resonating to his
voice.

I Thessalonians 2:4 speaks of being “entrusted with the Gospel”.

Like a precious jewel, we
admire it and treasure it. We want to protect it, proclaim it, and preserve it. It
makes us sensitive to the lies and falsehoods that swirl all around us. We, frail
creatures, are entrusted with its great treasures in our hearts. We believe, love, and
value this fantastic Gospel. Aslong as one Christian’s heart is beating, the Gospel
has a home.

Being entrusted with the Gospel means it must go beyond our own hearts. As
its truth resonates in us, we know others need it too. If the spiritually lost need the
Gospel, we must take it to them. Jesus is the theme of the Bible. The Gospel is His
story. He tells us to go into all the world and preach the Gospel. He trusts we will. It
would seem He has more faith in us than we have in Him. We fail more than we
succeed; we are faithless more often than faithful. Yet He still entrusts us with the
Gospel. Let’ be trustworthy.
